WHEREAS, the Declarant intends to sell, dispose of or convey from
time to time all or a portion of the lots 1in sald Unlt, above
described, and deslres to subjJect the same to certaln protective
reservations, covenants, conditions, and restrictions (herelnafter
referred to as "Condltlons") between 1t and the achirers and/or users
of the lots 1in said Unit.

NOW, THEREFORE, KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS: That Declarant
hereby certifies and declares that 1t has established and does hereby
establish a general plan for the protection, maintenance, development
and 1improvements of sald Unit, that

THIS DECLARATION OF RESERVATIONS (hereinafter referred to as the
"Declaration") 1s deslgned for the mutual benefit of the lots 1n said
Unit and Declarant has fixed and does hereby fix the protective
conditions upon and subject to which all lots, parcels and portlions of
sald Unit shall be held, leased, or sold, and/or conveyed by it as
such owner, each and all of which 1s and are for the mutual benefit
of the lots 1n sald Unit and of each owner thereof, and shall run with
the land and shall inure to and pass with each such lot and parcel of
land in sald Unit, and shall apply to and bind the respective
successors 1n interest thereof, and further are and each thereof is
imposed upon said Unit as a mutual equitable servitude 1n favor of

each and every parcel of land therein as the dominant tenements, and

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COMMITTEE OF ARCHITECTURE

DECLARANT shall appolnt a Committee of Architecture, hereinafter
referred to as the "Commlittee", consisting of five (5) persons.
Declarant shall have the further power to create and f1ll vacancles on
the Commlttee.

IT shall be the general purpose of this Committee to provide for
malntenance of a high standard of archltecture and construction 1n
such manner as to enhance the aesthetic propertles and structural
soundness of the developed subdivision.

THE COMMITTEE shall be guided by and, except when 1in thelr socle
discretion good plannlng would dictate to the contrary, controlled by
thls Declaration. The Committee shall make avallable a copy of thils
Declaration to any and all lot owners upon request.

THE COMMITTEE shall determine whether the Conditions contalned 1n
this Declaration are being complied with.

THE COMMITTEE may adopt reasonable rules and regulations 1n order
to carry out 1lts dutiles.

SAID CONDITIONS ARE AS FOLLOWS:

THAT ALL of the lots within this Unit shall be designated as R-1
Single Famlly Reslidentlal Lots and shall be improved, used and
occupled 1n accordance wilth the provlislons set forth under R-1 Single
Family Resldential Lots of thls Declaration.

THAT the Committee of Architecturee shall require not less than
fourteen hundred (1400) square feet of roof area for any single family
resldence including carport, garage, covered porches, covered
contliguous patios, ete., with a minimum floor area of one thousand
(1000) square feet in the dwelling portion of the structure.

DECLARANT reserves the right to convey and/or dedicate rights of
way and easements over five (5) feet to all side lot lines of each and
every lot and seven and one-half (7l2) feet over the rear of each and
every lot, for public utilitles, televisions and/or communication
cables, and dralnage purposes, together with the privilege to asslgn
this right at any time, in Declarant's sole discretion; provided,
however, that this reservation shall not affect any easements as shown
on the recorded plat map of this Unit. This right shall run with the
land for the time hereiln provided and as may be extended.

A. IMPROVEMENT STANDARDS

1. No building, fence, patio, cor other structure shall be
erected, altered, added to, placed, or permitted to remain on
sald lots or any of them or any part of any such lot until
and unless the plans showing floor areas, external deslgn,
structural details and the ground locations of the intended
structure along with a plot plan have been first delivered
to and approved in writing by the Commlttee. The Committee
may requlre a reasonable fee prior to checklng or appralsing
sald requirements of the Southern Bullding Code Congress
International, Ine. as publlished by the International
Conference of Building 0fficlals, current editlion, and the
requirements of the National Electrical Code, as published by
the State Fire Protection Association, current edition, as a
gulde to sound construction and electrical installation
practices. :

2. Notwithstanding any other provisions of thils Declaration, it
shall remain the prerogative and 1n the Jurlsdliction of the
Committee to review applications and grant approvals for
exceptions to this Declaration.
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B.

Varlatlons from these requlrements and, 1n general, other
forms of deviations from these restrictlons 1lmposed by this
Declaration may be made when and only when such exceptlons,
variances and deviatlons do not 1n any way detract from the
appearance of the premises, and are not 1in any way
detrimental to the public welfare or to the property of other
persons located in the vicinity thereof, all in the sole
oplnion of the Committee.

Sald Committee shall adopt reasonable rules and regulations
for the conduct of its proceedings and may fix the time and
place for 1ts regular meetlngs and for such extraordlnary
meetings as may be necessary, and shall keep written minutes
of 1ts meetings, which shall be open for inspection to any
lot owner upon the consent of any one of the members of said
Committee. Sald Commlttee shall by a majority vote elect one
of its members as presldent, one as vice-president, and one
of 1ts members as secretary and the dutes of such officers
shall be such as usually appertain to such offices. Any and
all rules or regulations adopted by said Committee regulating
1ts procedure may be changed by sald Commlttee from time to
time by majorlty vote and none of sald rules or regulations
shall be deemed to be any part or portlion of said Covenants.

LAND USE - GENERAL

The following provislons shall be applicable to all property:

1.

Advertising:

No sign, advertisement, blllboard or advertising structure of
any kind shall be erected or allowed to remain on any
improved or unimproved lots except as follows:

(a) one (1) professionally-made unlighted sign not to exceed
six square feet in area, advertising the lot for sale,
lease, or rent, may be erected and located not nearer
than ten (10) feet to the adjolning lot nor nearer than
five (5) feet to a street line; and

(b) one (1) temporary sign not to exceed six (6) square feet
in area, giving the names of the contractors, engineers,
and architects may be erected during the construction
period and located not nearer than ten (10) feet to the
adjolning lot, nor nearer than five (5) feet to a street
line;

provided, however, that such signs must be removed wlthln a
reasonable period of time after the property 1ls sold, leased,
or constructed, as appropriate. A temporary permit for any
application teo the Committee before such sign may be
displayed. The Committee may approve the location of any
slgns within the front setback of the lot.

Animals-Livestock:

No animals, livestock or poultry of any kind shall be ralsed,
bred or kept on any lot, except that dogs, cats or other
household pets may be kept provided they are not kept, bred
or maintained for any commercial purposes and are not kept
in numbers which, create, 1n the opinion of the Committee, an
annoyance or nulsance to the neighborhood.

Building Exterior:

The exterior portion of all buildings shall be painted or
stalned lmmediately upon completion or shall have color mlxed
in the final structural application, so that all such
materials shall have a finlshed appearance.
